We expect our first pour of gold to occur by  
the end of January, followed by commercial production in Q2 of this year.

Our Community and Indigenous Relations teams have been active over 
the past several months, attending a career fair at Canfor Plateau, and 
community events in Vanderhoof, Nazko and Anahim Lake. Over the 
holiday season we were pleased to provide funding for holiday food 
security initiatives with local and Indigenous communities across the 
project region.

Blackwater Site Update
Artemis Gold has continued to make significant 
progress at Blackwater Mine and is now in the final 
stages of construction and commissioning. First gold 
pour is targeted for January 2025.

•	 First ore has been fed to the processing facility’s 
crushing circuits.

•	 Mining operations in the open pit have 
commenced.

•	 The production drilling and blasting contractor and 
explosives contractor are established, with the 
Company performing its initial open pit blasts as 
planned.

•	 The 225kV renewable grid power line and 
substation has been successfully commissioned and 
is now feeding the Blackwater Mine.

•	 The tailings storage facility (“TSF”) construction 
activity is complete and the TSF is ready for 
production as planned.
